MEMORIAL SCHOLARSHIP

PURPOSE: The Michael O. D. Brown Memorial Scholarship is open to students pursuing all fields of study, 
but special consideration will be given to those enrolling in Social Justice, Performing Arts, and Trades 
programs. To honor Mike’s 30th birthday in 2026, scholarships will be awarded to 30 St. Louis-area high 
school seniors based on demonstrated academic achievement, financial need, and an expressed interest in 
enrolling into a post-secondary program in pursuit of a certification, associate’s, or bachelor’s degree.

ELIGIBILITY: Graduating high school seniors in attendance at a public high school in the City of St. Louis  
or St. Louis County, including district-operated and Special School District (SSD) technical high schools.

FOR STUDENTS who intend to continue their education at a community college, a four-year college or 
university or trade school. Consideration will be given based on academic achievement, financial need,  
the student’s community service record, written responses, and any follow-up interviews.
